To enforce a rule or law with penalties for offenses; To deal with
someone harshly, with or without a legitimate reason

Resurrection
Revival; Coming back from the dead

Stealing
Taking what is not already yours without permission or not
returning something that is borrowed

Sturdy
Strong; Well built

Triumphal Entry
The event that occurred when Jesus came into Jerusalem on a donkey
