Pilate sent Jesus to (See Luke 22:66-71); Herod Agrippa, who almost
converted to Christianity after talking to Paul of Tarsus (See Acts
25-26)

Humble

An act of appropriately acknowledging one's true state; usually

refers to the act of "lowering" oneself relative to others.
