To put a muzzle on an animal; To silence; To keep in check (See 1

Obstinate

Difficult to fix or get under control
Paradise
Used metaphorically three times in the New Testament and describes
the place where the spirits of God's people go when the die. Luke
23:43, 2 Corinthians 12:3-4 and Revelation 2:7
Permissible
Not forbidden
Possessions
Objects which are owned or belong to someone
Slanderer
A person who verbally attacks another, usually with false
accusations
Tribulation
Oppression; Persecution; If capitalized, an event in the end times
in which the Antichrist controls the world and calls for extreme
oppression of all who don't serve him
Ungodly
Unholy; Sinful; Evil or wicked; Undesirable
Unyielding
Firmly in place; Not flexible
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
