A method of execution in which a person deemed a criminal would be
stripped of all clothing and nailed to a wooden cross or stake to
be left to die of suffocation slowly

To charge with a command
Footstool
A piece of furniture used to elevate the feet
Grave
Serious; A place where a body is laid to rest; Death; The place of
the dead; Sometimes translated from the Hebrew word "Sheol", a
place described in much of Ecclesiastes and may be translated as
"Hell" in some versions of the Bible
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Melchizedek
A priest and king of Salem; Little else is known about him other
than that Abraham gave tithes to him
Prepared
To have made something or someone ready
Revere
To show deep or great respect
Slay
To kill or murder
Soldier
Person whose duty is to fight on behalf of a government or kingdom
Temporary
Not permanent; Only lasting for a certain amount of time
Unyielding
Firmly in place; Not flexible
Vanish
To disappear
Warfare
The act of waging war
Womb
The place where an unborn baby develops
Wretch
A person who is seen as vile or despicable
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
